OVERVIEW
The Vermont Children’s Trust Fund (VCTF) is overseen by the Children and Family Council for Prevention Programs (CFCPP), a state advisory group whose members are appointed by the Governor. The mission of the CFCPP is to advocate for and promote healthy children, families, and communities, and to eradicate child abuse, delinquency, and other forms of violence.
The Fund is comprised of a State legislature appropriation, a Federal Juvenile Delinquency Prevention block grant, private dollars raised by the Vermont Children’s Trust Foundation, and donations made through the Vermont State income tax check-off.
Grants are awarded in July for summer programs and September for year long programs.  Qualified applicants are non-profit organizations, municipalities and schools who provide community-based primary prevention programs shown to be effective for children and their families. Primary prevention programs offer services to reduce the likelihood of child abuse and neglect, domestic violence, alcohol and drug abuse, juvenile delinquency, truancy, school dropouts, teenage pregnancy, and other high-risk behaviors.
