VERMONT CHILDREN’S TRUST FOUNDATION
The Child Development Division (CDD) of the Vermont Department for Children and Families (DCF) and the Vermont Children’s Trust Foundation (VCTF) are pleased to announce these funding opportunities to improve or expand services for Vermont children.  The CDD and the VCTF (in partnership with the Children and Family Council for Prevention Programs) have coordinated their grant application processes for community organizations.  

STATE TEAM OUTCOMES FOR PROPOSALS
CDD and/or VCTF funding will support proposals that address at least one of the following Agency of Human Services State Team outcomes:

· Pregnant women and young children thrive

· Children are ready for school

· Children will succeed in school

· Children live in stable, supported families

· Youth choose healthy behaviors

FUNDING SOURCES AND PURPOSES
Children’s Trust Fund:  For new primary prevention programs to reduce the likelihood of juvenile delinquency, truancy, substance abuse, child abuse and other socially destructive behaviors BEFORE intervention by authorities, through strength-based activities in a community-based setting.  These programs do the following:
· Affirm and promote positive family functioning;

· Work to positively influence societal forces which affect parents and children;

· Are offered to ALL members of the broad population;

· Ensure participation in the programs or activities is voluntary.

Two Types of CTF Grants:
· One Year Grants:  One year grants are available to support prevention programs in planning or assessment and/or to assist in purchasing equipment related to primary prevention.  The one year planning grants are up to $5,000.  The one year equipment grants range from under $200 to no more than $1,000.   Programs that have received a one year program or equipment grant within the last two years are not eligible to apply this year.                                   
· Three Year Grants:  Three year grants range from $5,000 to $15,000 for the first year, with a commitment for continued funding for up to two (2) additional years at a 15% reduction in years two and three.     The average award is $8,500 the first year.
Child Development Division:  State and Federal Funds for Afterschool Care are designed to assist organizations that provide Vermont licensed afterschool care services, or are in the process of becoming licensed, with the costs of delivering a high quality afterschool program for school age children ages 5-12 (in school beginning with the Kindergarten year) in two ways:
· Start-Up and Capacity Building:  To serve an increased number of children in the community by either the start-up of a new licensed program OR expanding program capacity to serve an increased number of school-agers in an existing licensed program.  These grants range from $5,000 up to $15,000 for one year, with the opportunity to apply for Quality Improvement grants in future years. The average award for these grants is $10,000.
· Quality Improvement:  To increase the quality of services in a program area, as defined by a thoughtful assessment process using state or national standards such as those listed in the Vermont STep Ahead Recognition Systems (STARS) application or accreditation  requirements for  afterschool programs 
sponsored by the national Council on Accreditation (COA).  These grants range from $500 to $5,000 for one year.  The average award for these grants is $3,000.
	TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE WORKSHOPS:  Attendance at technical assistance workshops is strongly recommended for all those seeking grants, including those who have applied in the past, because the logic model requirements have changed in recent years.    There are now stated indicators for EACH of the five state team outcomes identified for the CTF and CDD grants. 
There will be three, 3-hour workshops.  Morning refreshments will be served.   You MUST pre-register for these workshops.
