
S. WHITNEY LANDON AWARDS

   REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS

The Turrell Fund is pleased to announce the search for recipients of the 17th annual
S. Whitney Landon Awards which will be presented at the Turrell Fund Day for Children in June.  The awards include a $25,000 one-time, unrestricted gift from the Turrell Fund and two runners-up will be awarded $2,500 each.  For this cycle of the Landon Awards, our priority will be on applications serving children from birth to age six.  The awards will be given to Vermont non-profit organizations that directly provide or foster the creation and delivery of high quality, developmental and educational services to at-risk children.   Proposals that support advocacy for very young children will also be actively considered. 

Eligible candidates are organizations serving young children in Vermont in the broad areas of high quality early childhood development and education services, with an emphasis on the very youngest children.   We look for innovative programs that offer a novel approach to issues, whether the issue is new or pre-existing.  The winning proposal will be an exemplary program, which, ideally, can be replicated.


Agencies which are new to the Turrell Fund, as well as agencies which have received grants from the Turrell Fund in the past, are eligible and encouraged to apply for the Landon Awards.  However, the proposal must represent an initiative that is different from the program that received previous operational funding.  Likewise, past S. Whitney Landon Award $25,000 winners are not eligible to re-apply; however, runners-up are.

Applicants should apply for these funds by describing their program serving children, birth to age six, especially the youngest.  Please discuss the specific program serving these children, not your overall organization.


Applications must be submitted by Friday, April 20, 2012.


Please limit your answers to SIX (6) PAGES, plus one page of references.
